
Does your health insurance cover 9-1-1 
Emergency Ambulance Transport calls or 
non-transport Patient Assessment Calls?  
Or perhaps your health insurance doesn’t 
cover 100% of your medical costs for 
these calls?   You can save these “out of 
pocket” expenses by joining the Paramedic 
Ambulance Membership Program at a very 

reasonable cost of $50 per year.

The average cost of an ambulance bill is 
$1,650.  The cost can be higher based on the 
medication, tools, and equipment used.  A 
non-transport or patient assessment call, is 
not covered by some health insurance plans 
and costs an average of $254 and higher.

The Fire Department’s Paramedic 
Ambulance Membership Program runs 
from October 1st to September 30th and 
covers you and your family members who 
regularly live in your home.  You can sign 
up for membership and pay on an annual 
basis or you can choose to make installment 
payments of $8.33 every two months when 
placed on your City of Monterey Park 
Water/Trash bill.  

To become a member, obtain an 
application from the City of Monterey Park’s 
Website at http://www.montereypark.ca.gov.  
Then go to the Fire Department, Emergency 
Medical Services Division, Paramedic 
Ambulance Membership Program page.   Or 
simply call 626-307-1262 and request an 
application to be mailed to you.

Monterey Park businesses can also sign 
up for this service to cover the employer and 
employees.  For Monterey Park businesses 
located in-town, the cost is $50 per 10 
employees with the maximum rate set at $750 
per year for 141 employees or more. The 
Business Paramedic Ambulance Membership 
program year operates July 1 through June 30 
and covers all employees for emergency calls 
during the business' normal operating hours.

The Code Enforcement Division in 
Monterey Park has noticed a substantial 
increase in property owners neglecting the 
appearance of their properties. Most notably 
is the increase of yellow lawns. Yellow lawns 
are only days away from dry and dead grass. 
There is also an increase of the lack of ground 
cover and additional bare dirt areas in front 
yards. In the month of July 2014, the Code 
Enforcement Division issued 114 Notices 
of Violation to property owners, mostly 
for property maintenance issues involving 
yellow, dry, dead and bare dirt lawns.  During 
the same month, 51 Administrative Citations 
were issued, the majority of which were 
private property landscape violations. These 
figures do not reflect the number of personal 
contacts made by Code Enforcement Officers 
verbally advising property owners to improve 

their property’s appearance.

The aim of Code Enforcement is not 
to issue Notices or Citations. The goal is 
to achieve voluntary compliance with the 
City’s Property Maintenance Code, MPMC 
9.54.030, and maintain property values in 
the City. Attractive neighborhoods express 
a positive attribute of a City’s Health. 
Yellow, dead lawns express a lack of pride 
of ownership and lead to blighted conditions. 

The good news is that there are alternatives 
that the City recommends during the present 
drought condition to help ease the alleged 
burden of maintaining a healthy green lawn. 
Residents might consider the following: 

• Drought resistant and/or native plants 
  and drip irrigation

• Artificial grass
• Redesigning the front lawn to reflect a 
  new appreciation for drought resistant 
  and/or native plants that will assist in the 
  reduction of water consumption, 
  especially during the Summer months
• Change the type or amount of ground 
  cover to include vines, shrubs or trees to 
  improve the curb appeal for the home.

The City’s Planning Division has a list of 
approved drought resistant and native plant 
materials that can replace your front lawn. 
The Planning Division can also assist with 
identification of alternate plant material and 
design. Artificial grass requires Planning 
approval, with the submittal of a site plan, a 
sample of the artificial grass and professional 
installation. The internet is a good source of 
information regarding native and drought-
tolerant specimens. 

The Code Enforcement Division 
understands the difficult position the drought 
has created. However, property maintenance 
standards will remain intact and enforced 
in order to preserve the property values 
and attractive neighborhoods in the City of 
Monterey Park.

WATER ORDINANCE
The City of Monterey Park has 

adopted an ordinance that requires 
residents and businesses to conserve 
water in response to the statewide 
drought. The ordinance has been in 
effect since March 1, 2010. Specifically, 
the ordinance:

1. Prohibits washing down sidewalk, 
   walkway, driveway, parking area or 
   other paved surface
2. Prohibits washing car, boat, trailer, 
   or other mobile equipment except 
   at a commercial car wash, using only 
   reclaimed water, or by using a bucket 
   or a water-hose equipped with an 
   automatic shutoff nozzle
3. Prohibits watering lawn or plants 
   between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 
   5:00 p.m., of any one day
4. Requires inspection of hoses, faucets 
   or sprinklers for leaks and making 
   repairs as soon as possible

5. Requires inspection of indoor 
   plumbing and faucets for leaks and 
   making repairs as soon as possible
6. Prohibits using water to clean, fill, 
   or maintain levels in any decorative 
   fountain or pond unless water flows 
   through a recycling system
7. Prohibits restaurants from serving 
   drinking water unless requested by 
   the customer

VIOLATIONS
During a one-year period, a written 

warning will be provided for the 
first and second violation. The third 
violation will result in a $25 fine, 
fourth and subsequent violations will 
be enforced at the discretion of the city 
to include a fine as high as $1,000.

My week at Tech Trek science and math camp

Many patients inquire about their foul breath 
affecting all aspects of their lives: work environment, 
social interactions, and feeling good about oneself.  
What is the bad breath coming from and how do you 
fix it?

A few of the factors that affect your breath are the 
diet you maintain (the food you ingest), the condition 
of your teeth (if cavities are present or not), as well 
as the bacteria in your mouth.  A variety of foods can 
cause different scents, but the factor that plays the 
largest role is the bacteria in the mouth.  Every mouth 
has bacteria, some of which are good, and some which 
aren’t.  Removing the bacteria is essential to keeping 
good overall health as well as reducing the possibility 
of halitosis (bad breath).

It is necessary to brush and floss your teeth at 
least twice a day, but ideally after every meal.  When 

brushing, it is essential to also brush your tongue.  It 
is also critical to see your dentist and hygienist on a 
regular basis so they can take x-rays, and measure your 
gum pockets and determine the extent of the bacteria in 
your mouth, as well as remove the bacteria from above 
the gums.  Occasionally, it is noted that bacteria may be 
able to get inside the gums and cause gum infections 
(gum disease) and tooth loss.  This is the leading cause 
of bad breath, and removal of the bacteria is essential.  
Generally, when this is noted, a deep cleaning might 
be recommended to remove the bacteria causing the 
problems. This can be done with lasers and small 
cameras that show where the bacteria are.  Removing 
these bacteria also removes the bad breath.  

Once it has been determined you have gum disease, 
it is recommended to have cleanings done every 3 
months to maintain the health of the gums.  Generally, 
the gum measurements are made to determine how well 
the gums are responding to treatment and cleaned, to

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LIFT South Campus for orthopedically impaired 
students opens

Exceptional needs students and their families toured the 
Learning Independence for Transition (LIFT) South Campus 
at on open house on Aug. 7, admiring the facilities’ modern 
design and wheelchair accessible features. LIFT South 
Campus joins LIFT North Campus as an additional Adult 
Transition Program of the Alhambra Unified School District.

The five-room campus at Moor Field was previously 
the District’s Orientation Center. It now features three large 
classrooms, spacious kitchen, office, and three restrooms 
all designed following the American with Disabilities Act 
(ADA) standards. Planning for the new school began last 
fall, spearheaded by Pat Mahony, Director of Secondary 
Special Education, and received the full support of the AUSD 
Board of Education, Supt.

蓋，以及太多光禿草坪現象不斷上升。在
2014年7月期間，針對物業維護問題，包括有
發黃的，乾枯，枯萎以及光禿的草坪景觀，
蒙市法規執行部門向物業業主，頒布了有關
違反法規114條的通知。在同月裡，開出了51

張行政處罰傳票，大多數都是涉及私人物業景觀處罰罰單。這些數據資料，並
不包括法規執行部門的執法人員，口頭警告勸說物業業主主動改善美化他們的
物業景觀所聯繫的個人數量。

法規執行部門的目的不是頒發通知或傳票，而是從義務上做到遵照市政府的
物業維護法規MPMC 9.54.030，維護市內物業價值。有吸引力的鄰里，是展示城
市健康的一個正面表達方式。發黃，枯萎的草坪表示業主缺乏歸屬自豪感，並
導致頹廢情況出現。

好消息 是在乾旱情況下，市政府提供一些建議選擇，幫助維護健康綠色草
坪，減輕不良的負擔。居民們可以考慮下列建議：

1. 種植耐旱和/或天然植物和水滴灌溉植物。
2. 考慮安裝人工草地。
3. 重新設計您家的前院草坪，種植可耐旱的新品種欣賞植物和/或自然植
  物，特別是可協助在夏天期間減少澆水消耗的植物。
4. 改變植被植物的種類或數量，包括藤類植物，灌木或樹，改善美化您家門
  前的景觀情況。

市政府規劃部門有一系列已通過驗證的耐旱植物和自然植物資源，可以協助
您更換前院的草坪。市政府規劃部門也可以協助您並提供可改善替換的植物材
料和設計。人工草需要得到規劃部門的認同，並遞交地皮規劃圖計劃，一份人
工草樣本和專業安裝操作。互聯網也是獲取規劃部門會考慮和認可使用的耐旱
植物標本資源信息的好來源。

法規執行部門了解乾旱天氣所帶來的困難度，但是，為了保護物業價值，使
其成為蒙市具有美好吸引力的鄰里，物業維護法規執行準則將依然不受任何變
化，原封不動繼續執行美化維護物業景觀。

También  muy notable es la falta de plantas que cubran la tierra y muchas 
áreas que son pura tierra en los jardines del frente.  En el mes de Julio del 2014 la División de Code 
Enforcement emitió 114 avisos de violación a los propietarios, la mayoría de los cuáles son por 
problemas del mantenimiento de propiedades incluyendo céspedes amarillos, secos y muertos y 
jardines que son pura tierra.  Durante el mismo mes, 51 Citaciones Administrativas fueron dadas, 
la mayoría de las cuáles fueron por violaciones del mantenimiento de los jardines en propiedades 
privadas.  Estos números no reflejan la cantidad de contactos personales hechos por los oficiales 
de Code Enforcement, cuando aconsejan verbalmente a los propietarios a mejorar la apariencia de 
sus propiedades.  

El objetivo de Code Enforcement es no tener que dar avisos de violaciones o citaciones.  La meta 
es el conseguir el acatamiento voluntario del Código de la Ciudad relativo al Mantenimiento de la 
Propiedad, MPMC 9.54.030, y mantener el valor de las propiedades en la Ciudad.  Los vecindarios 
atractivos reflejan una característica positiva de la salud  de la Ciudad.  Céspedes amarillos o secos 
expresan la carencia del orgullo de ser propietario y conducen a condiciones decadentes.   

Las buenas noticias son que hay alternativas que la ciudad recomienda durante la  presente 
condición de sequía para ayudar a facilitar la responsabilidad de mantener un césped saludable y 
verde.  Los residentes deben de considerar los siguiente:  

1. Instalar  plantas resistentes a la sequía y/o plantas naturales de la región e irrigación por goteo.  
2. Piense sobre la instalación de césped artificial.  
3. Vuelva a diseñar su jardín delantero para reflejar una nueva apreciación de las plantas 
    resistentes a la sequía y/o plantas naturales de la región que ayudarán en la reducción del 
    consumo de agua especialmente en los meses de verano.  
4. Cambie el tipo o la cantidad de plantas que cubren la tierra e incluya enredaderas, arbustos o 
    árboles para mejorar  la apariencia de su hogar.  

La División de Planeamiento de la Ciudad tiene una lista de plantas aprobadas que son 
resistentes a la sequía y plantas naturales que pueden reemplazar el césped del frente de su 
propiedad.  La División de Planeamiento también los puede ayudar a identificar plantas,  materiales 
y diseños alternos.   El césped artificial requiere la aprobación de la División de Planeamiento, con 
la presentación del plan de ubicación, una muestra del césped artificial e instalación profesional.  El 
internet es también una buena fuente de información acerca de especímenes que toleran la sequía.   

La División de Code Enforcement entiende la difícil posición que la sequía ha creado.  Sin 
embargo, las normas para el mantenimiento de las propiedades permanecerán intactas y deberán 
ser cumplidas con el objeto de preservar el valor de las propiedades y los vecindarios atractivos en 
la ciudad de Monterey Park.
