Note: Two years from now, in March 2022, registered 
voters will vote in their respective districts for a City 
Council position in Districts 1 and 5 to serve a four-year 
term ending in March 2026; and all registered voters will 
vote for a City Clerk and a City Treasurer to serve a four-
year term ending in March 2026 and for any proposed 
ballot measures. 

Additionally for the March 2, 2020 election, Los Angeles County will transition from polling places to vote centers. This 
new model will allow voters to vote at any vote center location in the County over an 11-day period. The Vote Center 
Placement Project's (VCPP) core mission is to identify and place accessible and convenient vote center locations 
throughout Los Angeles County.

Monterey Highlands FIRST Lego League Teams Win Again

For the second year in a row, two Monterey Highlands Elementary School FIRST 
(For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology) Lego League teams 
qualified for the LA Region Championship Tournament for the top 18% best teams 
in the region. Three Highlands teams, with new and returning members, competed 
at the Cal Poly Pomona Qualifier Tournament on November 16, 2019. The Brainy 
Bots and Dream Team advanced to the next level of competition in mid-December 
and the Brainy Bots came home with the 1st place trophy for Robot Design and 
a 3rd place finish in the Robot Game. Although both teams fell short of reaching 
international competition, the students continue discover new skills and look 
forward to next season.

The Brainy Bots, with 6th and 7th grade members Gavin Chan, Jacob Chow, 
Sonia Hinojosa, Nicholas Jung, Kristine Sy, and Justin Wong, also won the “Best 
Presentation” award in their earlier Blockhead Bash Rewind tournament in October. 
As part of their project, the defending champions presented their Innovative 
solution of the BBSS (Brainy Bots Street Sweeper) to Athens Services Street 
Sweeping Division, City of Monterey Park elected officials and City of Alhambra 
Mayor Ross Maza and Vice-Mayor David Meija.
 
The Dream Team, with 5th, 6th and 7th grade members Ethan Amaro, Raelene 
Aragon, Sarah Duong, Hannah Lee, Nicholas Villasenor, Chelsea Chien and 
Gabrielle Wong, were excited with their 5th place robot game finish at the Qualifier. 
At the Blockhead Bash Rewind Tournament in October, the Dream Team brought 
home two trophies, one for their Innovative Solution of a robotic storm drain cleaner 
and a 2nd place robot game finish.

During the competition, the teams presented research on a problem with a building 
or public space in our community. The teams are judged on their project and 
solution, robot design, and application of Core Values. The Core Values are FIRST 
philosophies encouraging participants to pursue discovery, innovation, inclusion, 
impact, teamwork, and fun in the spirit of friendly competition. Members also built, 
designed, and programmed a robot using LEGO Mindstorms to complete a series 
of missions on a table top playing field. “Our favorite core value is Fun because 
even though we are learning and working, we are hanging out with our friends,” 
explained Brainy Bot Nicholas Jung. 

The 2019-20 “City Shaper” season started for the students in April by researching 
city issues, interviewing Los Angeles Civil Engineer Matt Masuda, learning robot 
coding, and visiting the La Kretz Innovation Campus. With the guide of their 
volunteer coaches, the students met twice a week starting the first day of school 
to conduct research, develop their solution, prepare and practice presentations, 
and build and program their robots. The students also worked together to actively 
fundraise to pay for their equipment, team registration and tournament fees. 
Through generous donations from Raytheon and the Alhambra Nursery Foundation, 
Monterey Highlands was able to expand the program to a third team, R Squared. 
Although R Squared did not advance, the team is proud of their 15th robot game 
finish and their accomplishments.

SKY Smog

Ecclesiastes 3:12
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Nights are still long as the Sun sets around 5:30 p.m. Venus is low in the 
southwest, the only easily visible planet left in the evening skies. It is 
extraordinarily bright, but this is nothing compared to what it will show in a few 
more months. Through a telescope, Venus appears as a slight gibbous phase, 
just like the Moon does, but it is a lot smaller than the Moon, so magnifications 
of over a hundred are needed to see it. Alas, this is the only thing you’ll see on 
Venus, because it is completely shrouded in clouds, so it presents a blank white 
disk. Still, seeing our closest planetary neighbor is worth a look. 

Mercury puts in an evening appearance around the middle of the month, 
although it is a lot lower in the west than Venus is, setting around 6:50 p.m. 
after the Sun on the 14th. It’ll be about ten degrees above the horizon, about the 
width of your hand held horizontally. Mercury is also at half phase, like Venus, 
but not for long. You only have a week before and after the 14th to see it before 
it becomes too low in the sky, and even then you may need a pair of binoculars 
to spot it. To see its disk you’ll need a telescope with 100x magnification. 

Of the bright stars, on the 15th around 6 p.m. you’ll see Capella high overhead, 
orangish Betelgeuse towards the south, and white Rigel further to the south. 
Sirius, the brightest star in the sky, is the sparkling one in the southeast. It 
often throws colors around, reds and greens mostly, as the earth’s turbulent 
atmosphere breaks up its light. Being the brightest star in the sky, Sirius is 
affected by this more than most. Along the horizon to Sirius’ left is Procyon, also 
white in color. Above Procyon are the bright star of the constellation Gemini, 
Castor being the fainter one, and Pollux alongside it.

The moon always presents a fascinating and ever changing panorama of shifting 
shadows and differences in greys across its surface, especially along the line 
between lunar daylight and night, known as the terminator long before a certain 
Austrian made that word famous. The Lunar Cycle for February is: First Quarter – 
1st; Full Moon – 8th; Last Quarter – 15th; New Moon – 23rd. 

The Orion Nebula is still the deep sky object most beginners see first, due to 
their receiving telescopes and binoculars as Christmas presents. It is roughly 
between Betelgeuse and Rigel, south of the three stars forming Orion’s belt, and 
south of there along a line of three much fainter stars forming the sheath of his 
sword. Even binoculars will show it as more than a star, and larger telescopes 
will show more, but don’t expect to see it as it is in the photographs. Photos of 
any object in the night sky are not what the eye sees. Planets are not as garishly 
colored, show as much detail, or appear as sharp. Deep sky objects like the 
Orion Nebula are never as bright or as have high contrast. But what the eye can 
do is pick out subtle details, like patterns in a cloud.

For those without telescopes, the Los Angeles Astronomical Society (LAAS) 
operates the Garvey Ranch park observatory, located just off the park’s east 
parking lot. It’s open to the public every Wednesday night from 7-9:45 P.M. 
except for certain holidays. The observatory has an 8-inch wide 9-feet long 
refracting telescope to look through, weather permitting, along with a 4-inch 
scope used to image objects. People often set up their own telescopes out on 
the lawn beside the observatory. There’s a telescope making workshop on the 
ground floor, with instruction provided on how to make your own. Volunteers 
from the LAAS members are ready to provide advice and knowledge on all 
things astronomical, and perhaps on a few other things with a little coaxing. 
All of this is free of charge. So drop on by and bring your curiosity and sense 
of adventure. More info is available at www.laas.org; www.facebook.com/
losangelesastronomicalsociety; or 213-673-7355. Garvey Ranch Park is located 
at 781 S. Orange Avenue, Monterey Park, CA 91755.

2018 visit, Mr. Padilla is delivering his writing tips with his signature charismatic style 
while showing the front page of the Los Angeles Times.

— As part of a community commitment to enlarging opportunities for post-
secondary education, the Pasadena Tournament of Roses, in association with 
Honda, provided an $8,000 donation to the AUSD Career Technical Education 
(CTE) program to fund college and career field trip experiences. 

These high school field trips are to 2-year and 4-year post-secondary institutions 
and apprenticeship programs. The goal is to expand the exposure students have to 
learn first-hand about the variety of campus options and particular programs and 
services available. Studies show that middle school and high school students who 
visit college campuses and apprentice programs are more likely to apply and more 
likely to graduate. 

Mark Keppel High senior, Brianna Avila, agrees, “Going to the University of La 
Verne's campus amplified my hopes for coming to the school, and hearing about 
all the opportunities like choir and the study abroad program made me even more 
excited to apply —  and hopefully, get accepted.”
 
Yared Andrade, a San Gabriel High 12th grader, is another student who loved 
her field trip,”My experience at La Verne was fantastic thanks to the people 
who are there. Once you arrive, you feel welcome and they help you with any 
questions you have.”

Crystal Pham, is a 12th grade Mark Keppel High student whose comments echo 
what studies show about campus visits, "The field trip to Cal State University Long 
Beach gave me insight about the campus life and resources that I would never 
have been able to get from online researching. The hands-on experience in the 
Marine Biology department was a good chance for me to learn more about the 
school’s learning environment."

Alhambra High senior, Darlene Lizama, who visited CSU Long Beach, has a 
request,  “Add more field trips because it's easier for us to visit the campus and get 
an idea of the college.”

All field trip visits include a campus tour. The UC Irvine visit also included an 
information session at the School of Business, Social Ecology and the School of 
Nursing.  At CSU Long Beach students had an art department tour, visited the 
Marine Bio lab and sat in on an information session for  the School of Engineering. 

The University of La Verne visit included a student panel, while the Cal Poly 
Pomona visit included info sessions at the College of Engineering, Science and 
Business Administration. At Cal State Fullerton, students had a housing tour. UC 
Riverside offered a general info session and a tour of the Recreation Center.

A January 15, 2020, field trip is planned to UCLA.  Possible 2020 trips may include 
Electrical Training Institute, Rio Hondo College, East Los Angeles College, Glendale 
City College, Cal State Northridge, and LA Trade Tech.
Each of the three high schools has a CTE counselor to work with their students and 
every school has an Instagram account where students can learn more and sign up 
for campus field trips.
