Available for Public Review

Public invited to attend in-person and virtual community workshops in February
By Community Development Department, Planning Division staff

The City of Monterey Park Community Development Department will make its
draft Sustainability Plan available for public review and comment February 8-29,
2024. This plan provides direction for the city and residents to work towards
reducing greenhouse gas emissions (GHGs) to align with California state goals.

AB 1279, the California Climate Crisis Act, was adopted on September 16, 2022,
and sets a statewide goal to achieve net zero GHG emissions no later than 2045.

The City of Monterey Park worked with consultants to develop a GHG inventory,
identifying the biggest sources of emissions and the best strategies available

to reduce them. The strategies and policies in the plan prioritize both emission
reduction potential and the community’s input on sustainable practices. Based on
feedback collected through the Sustainability Survey and community workshops
in early 2023, the plan explores opportunities to live sustainably every day as a
city, community and as individuals.

Plan on Monday February 12, 2024 at 6 p.m. at El Encanto, 700 El Mercado
Avenue, Monterey Park; and virtually on Thursday February 22, 2024 at 6 p.m. via

Monterey Park Water Lifeline Discount

The City of Monterey Park offers a water bill lifeline discount for qualifying households. The discount is
approximately $12 per month and is applied to the monthly water meter service charge.

To qualify for the lifeline discount, the applicant/account holder must be living in a single family
dwelling; and must supply recent gas, electricity and telephone bills with the same name.

Each additional person, add $10,280

¢ Income level is to include all members of the household.

¢ Income is defined as all revenues including, but not limited to wages, salaries, interest, dividends,
spousal and child support payments, public assistance payments, Social Security and pensions,
rental income, and income for self-employment.

e HUD income limits also state that all assets of the household such as stocks, bonds, rental property,
savings accounts, personal property (excluding the occupied structure (home), and one vehicle shall
not exceed $20,000.

City Completes Monterey Pass Road Waterline Repairs

In December 2023, the City completed the emergency waterline construction
project on Monterey Pass Road from Vagabond Drive to Floral Drive. The project
included the construction of two parallel waterlines, replacing all water services,
fire lines, fire hydrants and backflow devices. The original waterline was a 50-plus-
year-old cement-lined steel pipe that had been breaking regularly, resulting in
water shutdowns affecting nearby businesses.

The new waterline is a C900 pipe, which is a PVC pressure pipe, manufactured to
meet the needs of modern municipal water systems. The newly installed system
provides various interconnects and a connection to the Vagabond pump station,

which will result in a more robust and dependable system to serve the nearby
residents and businesses.

City staff worked closely with the contractor to keep businesses informed of the
progress regularly and to update and coordinate when a shutdown was planned to
avoid and minimize impact.

The project resulted in the following:

Tech Trek Campers Share STEM Experiences with Women’s Club

Two poised and confident eighth grade girls highlighted their once-in-a-lifetime
experiences at Tech Trek Stem camp this past summer to members of Monterey
Park Women's Club during their general meeting at the Monterey Park Service
Club House on January 10, 2024.

Alina Ramos shared about the residential camp at Whittier College. Her area of
focus was aerospace and she recalled wearing an astronaut suit and how heavy
the helmet was. Virtual camper, Nina Ramos Branicio, attributed her growing
interest in STEM to the women presenters in the on-line program.

The coordinator of Tech Trek South for AAUW Alhambra-San Gabriel, Jane
Krause, guided the girls in structuring their shares. Jane explained about the
Tech Trek program the Alhambra-San Gabriel branch has been supporting since
Tech Trek's beginning in 1998 when one girl was sent to Stanford, the first Tech
Trek camp. Since that time, the branch has expanded this opportunity to seventh
grade girls from Alhambra, Monterey Park, Montebello and Bell Gardens schools.

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What’s in the Sky for'February

The daylight hours continue to increase and the night hours decrease
throughout the month. The Moon is at last quarter on the 2nd, new on the
9th, first quarter on the 16th, and full on the 24th.

From evening to morning, the planets appear in this order: Saturn is well
placed for evening viewing. On February 1, the Sun sets at 5:23 p.m. and
Saturn sets in the west-southwest at 7:16 p.m. On the 20th, the Sun sets

at 5:41 p.m. and Saturn sets at 6:12 p.m., only 31 minutes later, and is not
observable. It will appear in the morning skies late in March. A telescope with
a magnification of 50x or more is needed to see the planet’s rings and its
large moon Titan. Some of the fainter, smaller moons such as Rhea and Dione
might be visible too, hovering close to Saturn.

Neptune sets at 8:48 p.m. on February 1. On the 29th, sunset is at 5:49

p.m. and Neptune sets at 7:02 p.m., an hour and 13 minutes later. On the
15th, Neptune is at Right Ascension 23h 48m 1s with a declination of -2° 372
300. The disk of Neptune is only 2.2 arcseconds wide, so a telescope with

a magnification of 150x or more is required to show the disk, and then no
details will be seen on such a small disk. Neptune’s largest moon, Triton, may
be visible in telescopes with an aperture of 10-inches or more.

Jupiter is in Aries the Ram. On February 1, Jupiter sets in the west at 12:09
a.m. and on the 29th, Jupiter sets at 10:35 p.m. The planet’s disk is 38
arcseconds wide, so a telescope capable of magnification 50x will show the
Red Spot, and the four bright Galilean moons can be seen moving back and
forth, across and behind Jupiter.

Uranus is the last of the “evening” planets and is also in the constellation
Aries the Ram. On February 1, Uranus sets in the west at 1:07 a.m. On the
29th, the planet sets at 11:16 p.m. On the 15th, Uranus is at Right Ascension
3h 7m 29s with a declination of +17° 15' 28". Uranus’ disk is only 3.6
arcseconds wide, and so a telescope with a magnification of 150x is needed,
and even then, no details will be visible on such a small disk.

On February 1, Venus appears in the east-southeast around 4:59 a.m., and
the Sun rises at 6:51 a.m., one hour and 52 minutes later. On the 15th, the
planet is 89-percent illuminated and 12 arcseconds wide, a small gibbous
disk. On the 29th, Venus rises at 5:16 a.m., with the Sun rising at 5:57 a.m.,
41 minutes later. A telescope with a magnification of 100x is needed to see its
shrinking disk, as it journeys on the far side of its orbit.

On February 1, Mars rises in the east-southeast at 5:42 a.m., one hour

and nine minutes before sunrise. While its disk is nearly full, 98-percent
illuminated, it is very small, only 4.2 arcseconds wide, and therefore no
features will be visible in any telescope. On the 29th, Mars rises at 5:07 a.m.,
one hour and 17 minutes before sunrise. Throughout 2024, Mars continues to
rise earlier but will remain small until December 2024.

On February 1, Mercury rises in the east-southeast at 5:56 a.m., 55 minutes
before sunrise. On the 15th, Mercury rises at 6:19 a.m. with sunrise at 6:38
a.m., only 19 minutes later, so Mercury is too close to the Sun. For the rest
of February, Mercury cannot be safely observed. Do not observe any planet
when it comes close to the Sun, for the danger to the eyes is great.

A special event this month includes a conjunction of Mars and Venus on
February 22. The two planets will pass within 38 arcseconds of each other,
about the width of the full moon. Mars will be very faint and harder to spot
than the much brighter Venus. Binoculars or a small spotting telescope will
assist with seeing the fainter Mars. Venus rises at 5:15 a.m. Mars rises at 5:17
and the Sun rises at 6:31 a.m., one hour 16 minutes later.

Garvey Ranch Observatory is located on the east end of Garvey Ranch
Park. Parking is available on the west side of S. Orange Avenue south of
Graves Avenue. The observatory is open every Wednesday night from

7:30 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., weather permitting. The telescope is open for
public viewing if the sky is clear. It is manned by volunteers from the Los
Angeles Astronomical Society. Admission and viewing through the telescope
are free. More info is available at www.laas.org; www.facebook.com/
losangelesastronomicalsociety; or 213-673-7355. Garvey Ranch Park is
located at 781 S. Orange Avenue, Monterey Park, CA 91755.

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Two AUSD 8th Grade Coders Built An App to Heal and Honor Lives Lost.
They are Winning Recognition, News Stories, and Gratitude

Drexel Ngo and Alina Ramos live and go to school in Monterey Park. After the
January 21st mass shooting last year on the eve of Lunar New Year, the eighth
grade Brightwood students felt anxious, scared, and were looking for a way to
heal and regain a sense of safety for themselves and others. The tragedy hit
close to home. Drexel’s maternal grandparents had always loved to dance at the
Star Ballroom Dance Studio where 11 people were killed.

The young coders decided they would create an app to save lives and began

to work together several times every week starting in early June 2023, and

then after school, to tackle the daunting task. “We gave up our summer to do
this,” Drexel said. “It was not easy but it was definitely worth it.” The hurdles
were huge. They had to figure out how to build an app without the prohibitively
expensive software that would allow them to collaborate digitally. At one point,
they lost all their data. In between breakthroughs, the months of coding were
often exhausting and discouraging. They would not allow themselves to give up.

Determined to finish the app before the anniversary of the tragedy, they kept at it.

To honor the 11 lives lost at the Star Ballroom, they named their app RED-11.
They also wanted to remind people of the California Red Flag laws that prevent
firearms sales to those with a history of violence or mental iliness. They finished
RED-11 in time to submit their app to the 2023 Congressional App Challenge
hosted by Congresswoman Judy Chu. Designed to inspire middle school and
high school students to develop the skills needed to pursue STEM careers, Rep.
Chu says the app competition is one means of ensuring the nation remains at
the forefront of technological advancements. Drexel and Alina were the only all
middle school team to make it to the Top Five — for the second year running. At
the December Jet Propulsion Laboratory Awards ceremony Drexel and Alina won
Honorable Mention.

The next day, the city of Monterey Park honored the eighth graders for their
vision, tenacity, and innovation in building the potentially lifesaving app RED-
11. The students told the City Council that the one-touch app is designed to
simultaneously give loved ones and law enforcement your exact location in an
emergency. “This way, someone in an active shooter emergency can focus all
their attention on getting to a safe place and not have to find words to explain
everything in a call to 911,” Alina told the City Council.

Their innovation and determination are attracting attention. Journalist Georgia
Valdes wrote a story about the two 8th grade coders for the Pasadena News
Star and SGV Tribune. Reporter Vania Patino interviewed Alina and Drexel for a
Spectrum News 1 story called “Healing through Coding.” The students spoke
movingly at the January Los Angeles Times interactive community event, “One
Year Later: Covering Monterey Park and Community Healing,” an evening that
brought together four members of the army of LA Times journalists it took to
report on the shootings and its aftermath into conversation and connection with
the community they covered.

Alina and Drexel are continuing to test their app and recently identified a few
bugs and enhancements they are working out. Ashton Potter, director of the
AUSD IT department, has advised them. Once the app is optimized and ready,
they want to make it free to everyone. “To be able to make the app available for
free in the Apple App store, our next big challenge is financial,” Drexel said. “The
annual cost of the server infrastructure, cloud hosting, security and operational
expenses, compliance audit, post-launch maintenance and updating, and the
Apple app store publishing charges is $12,000. We hope we can somehow find
angel donors who would be willing to underwrite those yearly costs so anyone
can download our one-touch RED-11 app for free.”

At ages 13 and 14, these two coders are interested in a STEM career. “We want
to help others through coding,” Alina says. With app RED-11, it looks like they
are on their way to accomplishing that mission. One question everyone asks:
Why is there nothing quite like this app already available to the public? It took
two eighth grader coders trying to help their community recover from a mass
shooting to invent a one-touch app to save lives, an app they want everyone

to be able to download for free. To make that hope a reality, they must find the
$12,000 needed annually to cover all the support and publishing costs of app
RED-11.

Brightwood eighth graders Drexel Ngo and Alina Ramos were looking for a way to
heal and regain a sense of safety for themselves and others after the January 21st
mass shooting last year on the eve of Lunar New Year.

AUSD Wants Families to Know About FREE College Savings Accounts for
Their Children

Figuring out how to pay for college can be tough, especially for families with limited
resources. Fortunately, the state of California has a program that could make
college a reality for more children.

California Kids Investment and Development Savings Program (CalKIDS) is a
savings account program administered by the ScholarShare Investment Board,
an agency of the state of California and chaired by the State Treasurer. It provides
each child born in California and eligible low-income public school students with
up to $1,500 in a CalKIDS account to help jumpstart their savings to make higher
education more accessible for eligible California families!

“l am excited that AUSD is partnering with CalKIDS to help them get the word out
to our community about this wonderful opportunity,” said AUSD Superintendent Dr.
Denise Jaramillo. “We believe every child should have access to higher education,
and CalKIDS helps make that vision possible by giving families a starting point to
build assets.”

Low-income families whose children were in grades 1-12 at a California public
school as of October 6, 2021, already have CalKIDS accounts in each child’s name
with an initial deposit of $500. Foster youth receive an additional $500, and those
identified as homeless receive another $500 (potentially $1,500 total for children
who are most in need). New students will continue to be identified as eligible each
fall through the public school system.

To encourage families to start saving early, CalKIDS also provides “seed” money
for ALL children (regardless of family income level) born in California after July 1,
2022. The state automatically provides a $25 initial deposit. Parents who register
through CalKIDS.org to view their child’s account will receive an additional $25.
Parents can also visit ScholarShare529.com and open a college savings account
for their children. If parents link it to their CalKIDS account, they will receive an
additional $50 contribution. This means EVERY child born in California July 1, 2022
or later can receive up to $100 of FREE money for college.

Over time, funds in CalKIDS accounts grow tax-free and can be used for future
higher education expenses (i.e., tuition, books, and computers). When students
are ready, they can redeem their funds and any accumulated earnings (starting
at age 17) to use at eligible education institutions, including four-year colleges
and universities, community colleges, technical schools, or other accredited
institutions.

"Financial concerns shouldn’t stand in the way of a college education for

California families," explains Julio Martinez, Executive Director of the ScholarShare

Investment Board. “Research shows that children with $500 or less saved for
