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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. (Partner) has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) in accordance with the scope of work and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-21, the Environmental
Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) (40 CFR Part 312) and set
forth by SDFC Monterey Park, LLC for the property located at 1977 Saturn Street in Monterey Park, Los
Angeles County, California (the “subject property”’). The Phase | Environmental Site Assessment is
designed to provide SDFC Monterey Park, LLC with an assessment concerning environmental conditions
(limited to those issues identified in the report) as they exist at the subject property.

Property Description

The subject property is located on the northern side of Saturn Street and western side of South Orange
Avenue within a residential and commercial area of Los Angeles County. Please refer to the table below
for a further description of the subject property:

The subject property improved with a vacant, two-story, split-level commercial building for commercial use.
Onsite operations consist of routine general property management and maintenance. In addition to the
current structures, the subject property is also improved with a hydraulic passenger elevator, asphalt-paved
parking areas, concrete-paved walkways and flatwork, four loading docks, a generator building housing an
emergency diesel generator on the northern portion, a utility building housing utility service equipment on
the southern portion, a three-stage clarifier on the southern exterior of the subject property building, a
plugged dry hole on the southwestern portion, stormwater drainage features, and associated landscaping.

According to available historical sources, the subject property was formerly undeveloped land as early as
1894 to as late as 1976 and developed with the current structure in 1979. Tenants on the subject property
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have included Lloyds Bank (1979-1984), Sanwa Bank (1986-2007), United California Bank (2002), Union
California Bank (2003), FIS (2016), and Bank of the West (2008-2016).

According to topographic map interpretation and a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the
subject property, the physical setting features of the subject property identify the terrain as sloping to the
west-southwest with the depth to groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be
approximately 4 to 11.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) and groundwater flow inferred to be toward the
west-southwest.

Findings and Opinions
Recognized Environmental Condition

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum
products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release to the environment; the likely presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release or likely
release to the environment; or the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at
the subject property under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.
Controlled Recognized Environmental Condition

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC affecting the subject property that
has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities with hazardous
substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to implementation of required controls
(for example, activity and use limitations or other property use limitations). The following was identified
during the course of this assessment:

e According to available historical sources and previous reports, the subject property, identified as
BRE CA Saturn, LLC at 1977 Saturn Street, is listed as a Non-Case Information site under the
regulatory oversight of the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) (Case
Number T10000018576). According to information made available on the State Water Resources
Control Board (SWRCB) GeoTracker database, along with review of regulatory database listings
and previous environmental reports, Case Number T10000018576 was previously recorded as a
Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUST) Cleanup site in association with removal and
assessment activities, conducted under the oversight of the Los Angeles County Department of
Public Works (LACDPW), for three historical underground storage tanks (USTSs) installed on the
subject property. According to available regulatory records, building records, and previous reports
two 10,000-gallon, single-walled, fiberglass, diesel fuel USTs (Tanks 1 and 2) were installed on the
northern exterior of the subject property building in 1980 and one, 2,500-gallon steel double-walled,
fiberglass coated, diesel fuel UST (Tank 3) was installed on the western exterior of the generator
building located on the northern portion of the subject property in 1991. The three USTs operated
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to supply an on-site emergency generator system associated with former tenants of the subject
property.

According to a Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals report prepared by AEM
and dated December 7, 2018, upon removal of the USTs in 2018, soil samples and groundwater
samples were collected and analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel (TPH-d), benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates in accordance with modified
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) method no. 8015 (for TPH-d) and EPA method no.
5035/8260B (for BTEX and fuel oxygenates). Two detections of TPH-d were reported in a sample
collected from beneath the piping system (15.2 milligrams per kilogram [mg/kg]) and at 10 feet bgs
in the sidewall of the Tank 3 tank pit (10.5 mg/kg). BTEX and fuel oxygenates were not detected
above their respective laboratory method reporting limits in any of the soil or groundwater samples
and TPH-d was not detected above the laboratory method reporting limit in either of the
groundwater samples.

On April 27, 2020, the LADCPW issued a letter to the RWQCB that indicated their review of the
2018 Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals report and referral of the matter to
the RWQCB for further action. According to a letter prepared by the Los Angeles RWQCB and
dated June 28, 2022, based on their review of the documentation, the Los Angeles RWQCB
determined that “residual concentrations of fuel constituents in the areas of the three historic USTs
pose low threat to human health and the environment.” Therefore, no further action was required.
Furthermore, the Los Angeles RWQCB indicated that subject property “data indicated that there
may be residual concentrations of pollutants in soil at the subject property that could pose an
unacceptable risk as a result of future construction/redevelopment activities, and/or change to a
more sensitive land use from commercial use. Responsible parties, landowners, and contractors
performing subsurface activities at the site should be prepared to manage properly to avoid threats
to human health or the environment.”

Based on the regulatory closure, reported removal of the identified USTs, completion of
assessment and remedial activities, and indicated analytical results meeting the applicable
regulatory standards for commercial use, the historical USTs and closed LUST case are considered
a CREC and no further investigation appears warranted at this time.

Historical Recognized Environmental Condition

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a previous release of hazardous
substances or petroleum products affecting the subject property that has been addressed to the satisfaction
of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities and meeting unrestricted use criteria established by the
applicable regulatory authority or authorities without subjecting the subject property to any controls (for
example, activity and use limitations or other property use limitations).

e Partner did not identify any HRECs during the course of this assessment.
Business Environmental Risk

A Business Environmental Risk (BER) is a risk which can have a material environmental or environmentally
driven impact on the business associated with the current or planned use of commercial real estate, not
necessarily related to those environmental issues required to be investigated in this practice. The following
was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, there is a potential that asbestos-containing
material (ACM) are present. Readily visible suspect ACMs were observed in good condition. Should
these materials be replaced, the identified suspect ACMs would need to be sampled to confirm the
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presence or absence of asbestos prior to any renovation or demolition activities to prevent potential
exposure to workers and/or building occupants.

Significant Data Gaps

No significant data gaps affecting the ability of the Environmental Professional to identify a REC were
encountered during this assessment.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-21 of 1977 Saturn Street in Monterey Park, Los Angeles County,
California (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs and HRECs in connection with the subject property;
however, a CREC and BER were identified. Based on the conclusions of this assessment, Partner
recommends the following:

e Partner recommends preparation of a Soil Management Plan to address potential soils with residual
impacts remaining on the subject property during any future construction/redevelopment activities.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. (Partner) has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-21 and the Environmental
Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAl) (40 CFR Part 312) for the
property located at 1977 Saturn Street in Monterey Park, Los Angeles County, California (the “subject
property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this scope of work are described in the report.

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this ESA is to identify existing or potential Recognized Environmental Conditions (as defined
by ASTM Standard E1527-21) affecting the subject property that: 1) constitute or result in a material
violation or a potential material violation of any applicable environmental law; 2) impose any material
constraints on the operation of the subject property or require a material change in the use thereof; 3)
require clean-up, remedial action or other response with respect to Hazardous Substances or Petroleum
Products on or affecting the subject property under any applicable environmental law; 4) may affect the
value of the subject property; and 5) may require specific actions to be performed with regard to such
conditions and circumstances. The information contained in the ESA Report will be used by Client to: 1)
evaluate its legal and financial liabilities for transactions related to foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan
origination, loan workout or seller financing; 2) evaluate the subject property’s overall development
potential, the associated market value and the impact of applicable laws that restrict financial and other
types of assistance for the future development of the subject property; and/or 3) determine whether specific
actions are required to be performed prior to the foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan origination, loan workout
or seller financing of the subject property.

This ESA was performed to permit the User to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the innocent
landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitations on scope of
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) (42 U.S.C. §89601)
liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or “LLPs”). ASTM Standard E1527-21 constitutes
“all appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with good
commercial or customary practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B).

1.2 Scope of Work

The scope of work for this ESA is in accordance with and to the extent necessary to achieve the goal of the
requirements set forth in the ASTM Standard E1527-21. This assessment included: 1) a property and
adjoining site reconnaissance; 2) interviews with key personnel; 3) a review of historical sources; 4) a review
of regulatory agency records; and 5) a review of a regulatory database report provided by a third-party
vendor. Partner contacted local agencies, such as environmental health departments, fire departments and
building departments to obtain readily ascertainable information to determine any current and/or former
hazardous substances usage, storage and/or releases of hazardous substances on the subject property.
Additionally, Partner researched readily available information on the presence of activity and use limitations
(AULs) at these agencies. As defined by ASTM E1527-21, AULs include both legal (that is, institutional)
and physical (that is, engineering) controls that may include legal or physical restrictions or limitations on
the use of, or access to, a site or facility: 1) to reduce or eliminate potential exposure to hazardous
substances or petroleum products in the soil, soil vapor, groundwater, or surface water on the subject
property; or 2) to prevent activities that could interfere with the effectiveness of a response action, in order
to ensure maintenance of a condition of no significant risk to public health or the environment. These legal
or physical restrictions, which may include institutional and/or engineering controls (IC/ECs), are intended
to prevent adverse impacts to individuals or populations that may be exposed to hazardous substances
and petroleum products in the soil, soil vapor, groundwater, and/or surface water on a property.
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If requested by Client, this report may also include the identification, discussion of, and/or limited sampling
of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs), lead-based paint (LBP), mold, and/or radon.

1.3 Limitations

Partner warrants that the findings and conclusions contained herein were accomplished in accordance with
the methodologies set forth in the Scope of Work. These methodologies are described as representing
good commercial and customary practice for conducting an ESA of a property for the purpose of identifying
recognized environmental conditions. There is a possibility that even with the proper application of these
methodologies there may exist on the subject property conditions that could not be identified within the
scope of the assessment or which were not reasonably identifiable from the available information. Partner
believes that the information obtained from the record review and the interviews concerning the subject
property is reliable. However, Partner cannot and does not warrant or guarantee that the information
provided by these other sources is accurate or complete. The conclusions and findings set forth in this
report are strictly limited in time and scope to the date of the evaluations. The conclusions presented in the
report are based solely on the services described therein, and not on scientific tasks or procedures beyond
the scope of agreed-upon services or the time and budgeting restraints imposed by the Client. No other
warranties are implied or expressed.

Some of the information provided in this report is based upon personal interviews, and research of available
documents, records, and maps held by the appropriate government and private agencies. This report is
subject to the limitations of historical documentation, availability, and accuracy of pertinent records, and the
personal recollections of those persons contacted.

This practice does not address requirements of any state or local laws or of any federal laws other than the
all appropriate inquiry provisions of the LLPs. Further, this report does not intend to address all of the
compliance and safety concerns, if any, associated with the subject property.

Environmental concerns, which are beyond the scope of a Phase | ESA as defined by ASTM include the
following: ACMs, LBP, radon, and lead in drinking water. These issues may affect environmental risk at the
subject property and may warrant discussion and/or assessment; however, are considered non-scope
issues. If specifically requested by the Client, these non-scope issues are discussed in Section 6.3.

Limiting Conditions

The findings and conclusions contain all the limitations inherent in these methodologies that are referred to
in ASTM Practice E1527-21.

Specific limitations and exceptions to this ESA are more specifically set forth below:

Interviews with past or current owners, operators and occupants were not reasonably ascertainable
and thus constitute a data gap. Based on information obtained from other historical sources, this
data gap is not expected to alter the findings of this assessment.

Partner requested information relative to deed restrictions and environmental liens, a title search,
and completion of the AAI User Questionnaire from the Report User. This information was not
provided at the time of the assessment. This data gap is not expected to alter the findings of this
assessment.

Partner was unable to determine the property use at five-year intervals, which constitutes a data
gap. Except for property tax files and recorded land title records, which were not considered to be
sufficiently useful, Partner reviewed all standard historical sources and conducted appropriate
interviews. This data gap is not expected to alter the findings of this assessment.

Due to time constraints associated with this report, the Client has requested the report despite the above-
listed limitations.
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2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

21 Site Location and Legal Description

The subject property at 1977 Saturn Street in Monterey Park, California is located on the northern side of
Saturn Street and western side of South Orange Avenue. According to the Los Angeles County Assessor,
the subject property is legally described as *(EX OF ST) LOT 5*TR=PARCEL MAP AS PER BK 80 P 45-
46 OF P M AND (EX OF ST) LOTS 1 THRU 3 AND 16 TRACT NO 33910. According to the Los Angeles
County Assessor, ownership has been vested in BRE CA Saturn, LLC since 2018.

2.2 Current Property Use

The subject property improved with a vacant, two-story, split-level commercial building for commercial use.
Onsite operations consist of routine general property management and maintenance. The subject property
consists of a split level construction comprised of Levels A and C on the western portion and Levels B and
D on the on the eastern portion In addition to the current structures, the subject property is also improved
with a hydraulic passenger elevator, asphalt-paved parking areas, concrete-paved walkways and flatwork,
four loading docks, a generator building housing an emergency diesel generator on the northern portion, a
utility building housing utility service equipment on the southern portion, a three-stage clarifier on the
southern exterior of the subject property building, a plugged dry hole on the southwestern portion,
stormwater drainage features, and associated landscaping.

The subject property is designated as “Office Professional (O-P Voter Enacted)” with
Innovation/Technology land use designation for commercial development by the City of Monterey Park.

The subject property was identified as a Los Angeles County- CUPA Program Records (CUPA LA
COUNTY); Delisted California Environmental Reporting System Tanks (DELISTED CTNK); Delisted
Leaking Storage Tanks (DELISTED LST); Delisted Storage Tanks (DELISTED TNK); Toxic Pollutant
Emissions Facilities (EMISSIONS); Facility Registry Service/Facility Index (FINDS/FRS); Sites in
GeoTracker (GEOTRACKER); Generators from Hazardous Waste Manifest Data (HAZ GEN); Historical
Hazardous Waste Manifest Data (HIST MANIFEST); Los Angeles County - HMS List (HMS LA); RCRA
Non-Generators (RCRA NON GEN); RCRA Small Quantity Generators List (RCRA SQG); Permitted
Underground Storage Tank in GeoTracker (UST); and Statewide Environmental Evaluation and Planning
System (UST SWEEPS) site in the regulatory database report of Section 4.2.

23 Current Use of Adjoining Properties

The subject property is located within a residential and commercial area of Los Angeles County. During the
vicinity reconnaissance, Partner observed the land uses on adjoining properties as defined in ASTM
Practice E1527-21 as any real property or properties the border of which is contiguous or partially
contiguous with that of the property, or that would be contiguous or partially contiguous with that of the
property but for a street, road, or other public thoroughfare separating them. The adjoining properties are
tabulated below:

24 Physical Setting Sources
241 Topography

The 2022 United States Geological Survey (USGS) El Monte and Los Angeles, California Quadrangle 7.5-
minute series topographic map was reviewed for this ESA. According to the contour lines on the topographic
map, the subject property elevation ranges from approximately 360 to 420 feet above mean sea level
(MSL). The contour lines in the area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping moderately towards
the west-southwest.

A copy of the most recent topographic map is included as Figure 3 of this report.
24.2 Hydrology

While under natural and undisturbed conditions shallow groundwater flow most frequently follows the
topography of the land surface, natural or man-made features can affect flow direction, and the presumed
flow may not match the actual flow directions at the subject property and vicinity. Topographic map
interpretation suggests the direction of groundwater flow in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to
be toward the west-southwest.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the subject property, the depth to
groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be approximately 4 to 11.5 feet bgs.

The nearest surface water in the vicinity of the subject property is Garvey Reservoir located approximately
0.4-mile north of the subject property. No settling ponds, lagoons, surface impoundments, wetlands or
natural catch basins were observed at the subject property during this assessment.

According to available information, a public water system operated by the Monterey Park Public Works
Water Department serves the subject property vicinity. The sources of public water for the City of Monterey
Park are groundwater from the Main San Gabriel Groundwater Basin (Main Basin) and water purchased
from the San Gabriel Water Company, which also pumps groundwater from the Main Basin. No public
supply wells were identified at the subject property of the adjoining properties. .

24.3 Geology/Soils

The subject property is situated within the Peninsular Ranges Physiographic Province of the State of
California. The Peninsular Ranges is a series of ranges separated by northwest trending valleys, subparallel
to faults branching from the San Andreas Fault. The trend of topography is similar to the Coast Ranges,
but the geology is akin the Sierra Nevada, with granitic rock intruding the older metamorphic rocks. The
Peninsular Ranges extend into lower California and are bounded on the east by the Colorado Desert.
According to the Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) Physical Setting Report, the shallow
subsurface directly beneath the subject property consists of Miocene to Pleistocene Pliocene marine rocks
comprised of sandstone, siltstone, shale, and conglomerate.

Based on information obtained from the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural
Resources Conservation Service Web Soil Survey online database, the subject property is mapped as
Urban land-Montebello-Xerorthents complex and Counterfeit-Urban land complex. Urban land is described
as areas where soils have been significantly altered in the past due to anthropogenic activities. The
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Montebello series consists of deep, well-drained soils that are formed in human-transported materials on
graded alluvial fans that originate from granitic sources. Xerorthents refers to man-modified material,
including soils rearranged in a cut and fill or as tailings heaps. The Counterfeit series consists of deep soils
that formed from human-transported material which originated from material weathered from calcareous
sedimentary rocks. Slopes range from 0 to 35 percent.

244 Flood Zone Information

Partner performed a review of the Flood Insurance Rate Map, published by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency. According to Community Panel Number 06037C1665F, dated September 26, 2008,
the subject property appears to be located in Zone X (unshaded); defined as minimal risk areas outside the
1-percent and 0.2-percent-annual-chance floodplains.

A copy of the reviewed flood map is included in Appendix B of this report.
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3.0 HISTORICAL INFORMATION

Partner obtained historical use information about the subject property from a variety of sources. A
chronological listing of the historical data found is summarized in the table below:

Tenants on the subject property have included Lloyds Bank (1979-1984), Sanwa Bank (1986-2007), United
California Bank (2002), Union California Bank (2003), FIS (2016), and Bank of the West (2008-2016).

Partner’s review of historical documentation, agency records, and previous reports indicates that the subject
property was historically occupied by a printing facility/micro-film laboratory from as early as 1982 to an
unknown date (likely 2016, according to generated regulated hazardous waste on-site documented on the
California Department of Toxic Substances Control [DTSC]- Hazardous Waste Tracking System [HWTS]
database). Based on the operation during a time of stringent regulatory oversight, lack of violations or

5.26 Previous Reports and Other Provided Documentation
The following information was provided to Partner for review during the course of this assessment:

Phase | Environmental Site Assessment, Partner Engineering and Science, Inc (April 3, 2023)

Partner prepared this report on behalf of StratCap Global Data Center Group. The assessment was
reportedly performed in accordance with ASTM Standard E1527-13. The assessment consisted of a site
reconnaissance, interviews with knowledgeable personnel, review of historical information, and a review of
federal, state, and local regulatory databases. Pertinent information contained in this report is summarized
below:

e At the time of the 2023 assessment, the subject property was unoccupied.

e According to Partner's review of available historical sources, the subject property was formerly
undeveloped land as early as 1894 and developed with the current structure in 1979. Tenants on
the subject property have included Lloyds Bank (1979-1984), Sanwa Bank (1986-2007), United
California Bank (2002), Union California Bank (2003), and Bank of the West (2008-2016).
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e According to available regulatory files and available documents, the subject property, identified as
BRE CA Saturn, LLC at 1977 Saturn Street, is listed as a Non-Case Information site under the
regulatory oversight of the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) (Case
Number T10000018576). According to information made available on the State Water Resources
Control Board (SWRCB) GeoTracker database, along with review of regulatory database listings
and previous environmental reports, Case Number T10000018576 was previously recorded as a
Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUST) Cleanup site in association with removal and
assessment activities, conducted under the oversight of the Los Angeles County Department of
Public Works (LACDPW), for three historical underground storage tanks (USTs) installed on the
subject property. According to available regulatory records, building records, and previous reports
two 10,000-gallon, single-walled, fiberglass, diesel fuel USTs (Tanks 1 and 2) were installed on the
northern exterior of the subject property building in 1980 and one, 2,500-gallon steel double-walled,
fiberglass coated, diesel fuel UST (Tank 3) was installed on the western exterior of the generator
building located on the northern portion of the subject property in 1991. The three USTs operated
to supply an on-site emergency generator system associated with former tenants of the subject
property. According to a Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals report prepared
by AEM and dated December 7, 2018, upon removal of the USTs in 2018, soil samples and
groundwater samples were collected and analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel
(TPH-d), benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates in accordance
with modified Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) method no. 8015 (for TPH-d) and EPA
method no. 5035/8260B (for BTEX and fuel oxygenates). Two detections of TPH-d were reported
in a sample collected from beneath the piping system (15.2 milligrams per kilogram [mg/kg]) and
at 10 feet bgs in the sidewall of the Tank 3 tank pit (10.5 mg/kg). BTEX and fuel oxygenates were
not detected above their respective laboratory method reporting limits in any of the soil or
groundwater samples and TPH-d was not detected above the laboratory method reporting limit in
either of the groundwater samples. On April 27, 2020, the LADCPW issued a letter to the RWQCB
that indicated their review of the 2018 Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals
report and referral of the matter to the RWQCB for further action. According to a letter prepared by
the Los Angeles RWQCB and dated June 28, 2022, based on their review of the documentation,
the Los Angeles RWQCB determined that “residual concentrations of fuel constituents [in the areas
of the three historic USTs] pose low threat to human health and the environment.” Therefore, no
further action was required. Furthermore, the Los Angeles RWQCB indicated that subject property
“data indicated that there may be residual concentrations of pollutants in soil at the subject property
that could pose an unacceptable risk as a result of future construction/redevelopment activities,
and/or change to a more sensitive land use from commercial use. Responsible parties, landowners,
and contractors performing subsurface activities at the site should be prepared to manage properly
to avoid threats to human health or the environment.” Based on the regulatory closure, reported
removal of the identified USTs, completion of assessment and remedial activities, and indicated
analytical results meeting the applicable regulatory standards for commercial use, the historical
USTs and closed LUST case are considered a CREC.

e Partner reviewed a previous Phase | Environmental Site Assessment report for the subject property
prepared by Northgate Environmental Management (Northgate) and dated March 31, 2022.
Northgate reviewed previous reports for the subject property provided by EQ Office or obtained
from the agency file reviews as summarized below:

e Phase | Environmental Site Assessment, prepared by Bureau Veritas North America, Inc.
(BVNAI), dated June 18, 2007
o At the time of the 2007 assessment, the subject property was occupied by a bank data
center that included a cafeteria with a kitchen on Level C.
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o According to the BVNAI report, on August 18, 1988, the subject property was issued an
industrial waste disposal permit for the operation of a 1,500-gallon grease interceptor
likely associated with the former kitchen.

o During the site reconnaissance, BVNAI noted the presence of a floor drain that was re-
portedly closed in 1998 by the LADPW and a trench and sump pump that were reportedly
installed in 1993 at the kitchen area on Level C.

o BVNAlindicated that, in October 1989, a survey for asbestos-containing materials (ACMS)
was conducted at the subject property which consisted of the visual inspection of acces-
sible areas, construction material sampling, and air monitoring. ACMs were reported to
be detected in samples of pipe run insulation (east roof hot water heater room), floor tile
mastic (print shop), and roofing mastic. An Operations and Maintenance Program was
noted to be in place for the subject property.

o BVNAI identified the presence of three USTs (two, 10,000-gallon diesel USTs and one,
2,000-gallon diesel UST) at the subject property as a REC and recommended soil sam-
pling in the vicinity of the USTs.

e Limited Subsurface Investigation Report for Two 10,000-Gallon Diesel USTs at 1977 Saturn
Street, Monterey Park, California, prepared by BVNAI), dated June 26, 2007

o The purpose of the Limited Subsurface Investigation was to assess potential subsur-
face impacts in the area of two of three identified USTs outlined in the 2007 BVNAI
Phase | ESA.

o Subsurface investigation activities included a geophysical survey, advancement of five
soil borings to 18 feet bgs, and soil sample collection. Due to refusal encountered at 8
feet bgs at one location, only four borings were advanced at the corners of the UST
area. A map was not provided to indicate the location of the borings relative to the
USTs or the subject property.

o Diesel staining was observed at a depth of approximately 14 feet bgs in one boring
(BVSB-1). In addition, according to the Chief Engineer of the subject property at the
time of the investigation, Mr. Joe Robelo, in 1991, approximately five gallons of diesel
were released in the area of boring BVSB-1 during a piping re-modification project. Mr.
Robelo indicated that the contractor cleaned up the release and no further information
was available.

o Soil samples were collected from each of the four borings at approximately 17.5 to 18
feet bgs and an additional sample was collected at a depth of 14.5 to 15 feet bgs from
boring BVSB-1. Concentrations of TPH-d were reported in the two samples collected
at depths of 14.5 to 15 feet bgs and 17.5 to 18 feet bgs in boring BVSB-1 at concen-
trations of 658 and 238 mg/kg, respectively.

e Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Report, prepared by Leighton Consulting, Inc. (LCI),
dated December 10, 2014

o At the time of the 2014 assessment, the subject property was occupied by a banking
operations and office center.

o The following notable observations were made during LCI’s site reconnaissance:

= A utility building on the northern portion of the subject property, constructed in
1991, housed a generator room with three 55-gallon aboveground storage
tanks and a 2,000-gallon diesel UST.
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= LCI observed 55-gallon drum-sized containers for the storage of compressed
oil, oil pit sludge and water, waste diesel/water mix, and chemicals for roof-
level cooling equipment located in the generator room, Level A storage room,
and on the roof.

o According to the LCI report, in 2014, a subsurface environmental assessment was con-
ducted on the subject property by the LACDPW to assess potential releases associated
with the on-site USTs. The assessment reportedly did not identify any significant soil stain-
ing and no evidence suggesting a fuel release from the USTs was reported. As such, the
LACDPW concluded that the subject property was not impacted in the areas assessed and
no further assessment was recommended.

o LIC identified one plugged and abandoned oil well (AP1 03720192) to potentially be located
on the subject property or possibly off-site to the south as the precise location could not be
determined. The well was reportedly drilled to a total depth of 7,920 feet bgs and was
abandoned shortly after in 1967.

= Further research conducted by Northgate as part of the 2022 Phase | ESA indi-
cated that the feature is a plugged and abandoned dry hole that did not produce
oil or gas located on the subject property.

o LIC did not identify any RECs associated with the subject property; however, their report
identified the following environmental conditions of potential concern and provided the as-
sociated recommendations:

= The potential presence of one plugged and abandoned oil well located on the
southwestern portion of the subject property was identified as a part of the assess-
ment. LCI recommended direct field investigation to assess the location of the for-
mer oil well prior to new construction in this portion of the subject property. If an oil
well is identified, LCI noted that the Division of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Re-
sources (presently identified as CalGEM) should be contacted to evaluate require-
ments for investigation and possible re-abandonment to current regulatory stand-
ards before any improvements commence at the Site.

= The presence of three diesel USTs at the subject property for the operation of a
backup generator system were identified as a part of the assessment. LCI recom-
mended that if the USTs are not going to be used for proposed future operations
that they be properly removed according to applicable regulatory guidelines with
observation for evidence of releases beneath the tanks and piping.

= A small on-site print shop and photo room with an industrial waste permit to dis-
charge waste to the sewer were identified as a part of the assessment. No inap-
propriate discharge or leaks were identified; however, LCI recommended that ob-
servations for evidence of releases beneath the sewer lines be conducted if the
building and associated utilities are demolished.

= ACMs, (lead-based paint) LBP, and universal waste were reported to be located
within the on-site structures. The locations, estimated quantities, and recommen-
dations for their handling if disturbed during renovation or demolition activities are
noted to be reported under a separate cover that was not made available to
Northgate.

e Observation of Limited Subsurface Investigation Activities, prepared by URS, dated December
11, 2014
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o URS prepared a letter summary of their observations of a limited subsurface investigation
conducted by the LACDPW, which appears to be the investigation referenced in the LCI
Phase | ESA above, dated December 11, 2014.

o On October 4 and 5, 2014, three borings were advanced to 40 feet bgs. Four borings were
originally proposed to a total depth of 50 feet bgs; however, pea gravel was encountered
in one boring (B-3). As such, the LACDPW decided to not advance boring B-3 to avoid
impacting the integrity of the overlying surface parking lot. The total depth of the borings
was not extended to the originally proposed 50 feet bgs as no field evidence of impacts
were observed through 40 feet bgs.

o URS collected six split samples concurrent with the LACDPW investigation. Soil samples
were collected at depths of 15 and 25 feet bgs from two borings (B-1 and B-2) and at
depths of 10 and 20 feet bgs from the third boring (B-4). The soil samples were selected
based on the judgement of an associated field geologist and were generally determined to
be below the depths of the tank bottoms. URS noted that the LACDPW collected eight soil
samples from borings B-1 and B-4 and seven soil samples from boring B-2.

o Soil samples were analyzed for TPH-d and VOCs and no VOCs or TPH-d were reported
above their laboratory method reporting limits in any of the six soil samples collected for
analysis by URS.

o Northgate noted that a copy of the laboratory analytical report for collected samples was
provided as an appendix to the summary letter. A review of the analytical report indicated
that no VOCs or TPH-d were reported above the laboratory method reporting limits in any
of the 23 soil samples collected for analysis by LACDPW.

e Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals, prepared by ALTA EM, Inc. (ALTA),
dated December 7, 2018

o ALTA prepared this report summarizing the results of tank system removals and associated
soil sampling activities conducted at the subject property in 2018.

o Details of the removed USTs were reported to be two, 10,000-gallon diesel fuel USTs
(Tank 1 and 2) adjoining to one another and one, 2,500-gallon diesel fuel UST (Tank 3)
located approximately 140 feet east of the larger tanks. All three tanks were used to supply
emergency generators and were reported to be buried 3 to 4 feet bgs.

o On November 8, 2018, soil samples (PS1 To PS13) were collected along the fuel product
lines at depths ranging from 3.5 to 5 feet bgs and at least 2 feet below the removed lines.
The tank pit containing Tanks 1 and 2 contained groundwater at approximately 11.5 feet
bgs and a larger concrete pad beneath the tanks at approximately 13.5 feet bgs. As a
result, soil sampling could not be performed and representative samples (TPGW1 and
TPGW?2) were collected from the groundwater at this location.

= The tank pit for Tank 3 also contained a concrete pad at the bottom of the tank pit
at approximately 11.5 feet bgs, but no groundwater was present. As soil samples
could not be collected due to the presence of the concrete pad, sidewall samples
were collected just above the concrete pad. With the exception of one sampling
location beneath the former piping at a depth of approximately 4 feet bgs where a
slight hydrocarbon odor was observed, there were no other field indications of a
release including odor or discoloration of the soil.
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The soil and groundwater samples were analyzed for TPH-d, benzene, toluene, ethylben-
zene, and xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates in accordance with modified EPA method
no. 8015 (for TPH-d) and EPA method no. 5035/8260B (for BTEX and fuel oxygenates).

Two detections of TPH-d were reported in a sample collected at 4 feet bgs below the piping
system (15.2 mg/kg) and at 10 feet bgs in the sidewall of the Tank 3 tank pit (10.5 mg/kg).
BTEX, and fuel oxygenates were not detected above their respective laboratory method
reporting limits in any of the soil or groundwater samples and TPH-d was not detected
above the laboratory method reporting limit in either of the groundwater samples.

Based on the field observations and laboratory data, ALTA opined that there was no evi-
dence indicating a significant release of diesel fuel from the removed UST systems. As
such, ALTA concluded that no further action is recommended and requested a no further
action letter for the subject property on behalf of the responsible party.

e Hazardous Substances Underground Storage Closure/Site Assessment Report, Closure Ap-
plication No 905166, prepared LACDPW, dated April 27, 2020

On April 27, 2020, the LADCPW issued a letter to the RWQCB that indicated their review of the
2018 Soil Sampling Report and referral the matter to the RWQCB for further action. At the time of
Northgate’s 2022 assessment, the case was pending the RWQCB'’s review and response.

Northgate identified the three historical USTs as a REC and, in the absence of a closure/no further
action (NFA) letter from the RWQCB at the time of the assessment, Northgate recommended
contacting the RWQCSB if redevelopment work was planned in the areas of the USTs to ensure that
the work is in compliance with their requirements. Based on Northgate’s review of data provided in
previous reports, Northgate opined that there was a reasonable expectation that the RWQCB wiill
grant a non-case determination for the subject property. As such, no further investigation was
recommended at the time of the 2022 assessment. Partner notes that NFA status was granted by
the RWQCB in June 2022.

Partner identified the former USTs as a CREC and recommended no further investigation.

Copies of pertinent pages reviewed are included in Appendix B of this report.
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6.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The weather at the time of the site visit was overcast. Refer to Section 1.5 for limitations encountered during
the field reconnaissance and Sections 2.1 and 2.2 for subject property operations.

No potential environmental concerns were identified during the onsite reconnaissance.
6.1 General Site Characteristics
6.1.1  Solid Waste Disposal

Solid waste generated at the subject property is disposed of in commercial dumpsters located on the north
side of the subject property. An independent solid waste disposal contractor, Athens Services, removes
solid waste from the subject property. No evidence of illegal dumping of solid waste was observed during
the Partner site reconnaissance.

6.1.2 Sewage Discharge and Disposal

Sanitary discharges on the subject property are directed into the municipal sanitary sewer system. The
Monterey Park Public Works Department services the subject property vicinity. No wastewater treatment
facilities were observed or reported on the subject property. No septic systems were observed or reported
on the subject property.

6.1.3 Stormwater and Surface Water Drainage

Stormwater is removed from the subject property primarily by sheet flow action across the paved surfaces
towards stormwater drains located throughout the subject property parking lot and in the public right of way
as well as ground infiltration. No drywells were identified on the subject property.

6.1.4 Source of Heating and Cooling

Heating and cooling systems as well as domestic hot water equipment are fueled by electricity and natural
gas provided by Southern California Edison (SCE) and Southern California Gas (SoCal Gas), respectively.
The mechanical system is comprised of Partner observed two cooling towers and two chillers on the roof
(one on each section) which serves as the onsite HVAC system. Hot water is provided by central natural
gas boiler units.

6.1.5 Wells and Cisterns

No aboveground evidence of wells or cisterns was observed during the site reconnaissance. Refer to
Sections 4.1 and 5.2.6 for discussion of former on-site monitoring wells and associated investigations.
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6.1.6 Wastewater

Domestic wastewater generated at the subject property is disposed by means of the sanitary sewer system.
No industrial processes are currently performed at the subject property.

6.1.7 Septic Systems

No septic systems were observed or reported on the subject property.

6.1.8 Additional Site Observations

No additional general site characteristics were observed during the site reconnaissance.

6.2 Potential Environmental Hazards

6.21 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Used or Stored at the Site

Partner identified hazardous substances or petroleum products used, stored, and/or generated on the
subject property as noted in the following table:

The materials were found to be properly labeled and stored at the time of the assessment with no signs of
leaks, stains, or spills. Secondary containment is not provided.

6.2.2 Aboveground & Underground Hazardous Substance or Petroleum Product Storage
Tanks (ASTs/USTs)

Partner observed an area of patched asphalt on the northern exterior of the subject property building
indicating the location of two of three former USTs (removed in 2018). In addition, Partner was shown the
general area of the third former UST (removed in 2018) located on the eastern exterior of the northern
generator building. For further discussion of the features, refer to Sections 4.1 and 5.2.6. Partner also
observed one diesel AST within the Generator Room of the building located on the northern portion of
subject property. No staining, leaks, or spills were noted within in the vicinity of the AST, and no releases
have been reported to the California State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB). Based on the
observed conditions and lack of reported releases, the presence of the current and former ASTs is not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

6.2.3 Evidence of Releases

No spills, stains, or other indications that a surficial release has occurred at the subject property were
observed.

6.24 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs)

Older transformers and other electrical equipment could contain PCBs at a level that subjects them to
regulation by the U.S. EPA. PCBs in electrical equipment are controlled by United States Environmental
Protection Agency regulations 40 CFR, Part 761. Under the regulations, there are three categories into
which electrical equipment can be classified: 1) Less than 50 parts per million (ppm) of PCBs — “Non-PCB;”
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2) 50 ppm-500 ppm — “PCB-Contaminated;” and, 3) Greater than 500 ppm — “PCB-Containing.” The
manufacture, process, or distribution in commerce or use of any PCB in any manner other than in a totally
enclosed manner was prohibited after July 2, 1979.

The on-site reconnaissance addressed indoor and outdoor transformers that may contain PCBs. Several
pad-mounted transformers were observed on the subject property. The transformers are not labeled
indicating PCB content. No staining or leakage was observed in the vicinity of the transformers. Based on
the good condition of the equipment, the transformers are not considered an environmental concern.

Partner observed two dock levelers at the loading dock located on the northeastern section of the subject
property building. No visual evidence of spills or releases of hydraulic oil were noted near the equipment.
Based on the observed good conditions of the equipment, their presence is not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern. One hydraulic elevator services the subject property building. Equipment
with respect to the elevator is located in the Elevator Maintenance Room. According to the site escort, the
elevator equipment is serviced by Otis Elevator Company. No visual evidence of spills or releases of
hydraulic oil were noted near the equipment. Based on the observed good condition and regular
maintenance of the elevator equipment, their presence is not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern. Lastly, Partner observed a trash compacter at a loading dock located on the
northwestern portion of the subject property building. The trash compactor was reported to not be in use
due to the vacant status of the subject property. No visual evidence of spills or releases of hydraulic oil
were noted near the equipment. Based on the good conditions observed and nature of the use, the
presence of the trash compactor is not expected to represent an environmental concern.

6.2.5 Strong, Pungent or Noxious Odors

No strong, pungent or noxious odors were evident during the site reconnaissance.
6.26 Pools of Liquid

No pools of liquid were observed on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

6.2.7 Drains, Sumps and Clarifiers

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Partner observed stormwater drains throughout the subject property parking lot. The features are solely
associated with stormwater drainage within the subject property and no significant stains or evidence of
improper discharge of hazardous materials or petroleum products were observed within the vicinity of the
features. As such, the presence of these features is not expected to represent a significant environmental
concern. Partner also observed floor drains throughout the subject property building. According to the site
escort, the drains were associated with former kitchen operations conducted by a historical tenant of the
subject property. The observed drains were reported to be connected to a subsurface three-stage clarifier,
also referred to as a grease interceptor, located on the southern exterior of the subject property building.
The clarifier was used to treat wastewater streams generated from the former kitchen operations. Based
on the food grade nature of the clarifier, the presence of this feature is not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern. Furthermore, Partner observed a floor drain within the Generator Room of a
generator building located on the northern portion of subject property. No significant stains or evidence of
improper discharge of hazardous materials or petroleum products were observed within the vicinity of the
feature. As such, the presence of the floor drain is not expected to represent a significant environmental
concern.

6.2.8 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons

No pits, ponds, or lagoons were observed on the subject property.

6.2.9 Stressed Vegetation

No stressed vegetation was observed on the subject property.

6.2.10 Additional Potential Environmental Hazards

No additional environmental hazards, including landfill activities or radiological hazards, were observed.
6.3 Non-ASTM Services

6.3.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs)

Asbestos is the name given to a number of naturally occurring, fibrous silicate minerals mined for their
useful properties such as thermal insulation, chemical and thermal stability, and high tensile strength. The
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation 29 CFR 1926.1101 requires certain
construction materials to be presumed to contain asbestos, for purposes of this regulation. All thermal
system insulation (TSI), surfacing material, and asphalt/vinyl flooring that are present in a building that have
not been appropriately tested are “presumed asbestos-containing material” (PACM).

The subject property buildings were constructed in 1979. Partner has conducted a limited, visual evaluation
of accessible areas for the presence of suspect ACM at the subject property. The objective of this visual
survey was to note the presence and condition of suspect ACM observed. Please refer to the table below
for identified suspect ACM:

Prior to disturbance, Partner recommends a comprehensive asbestos survey of the property be completed
to determine the presence, condition, friability and likely future condition of suspect or confirmed ACM. All
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suspect materials must be handled as ACM according to local, state and federal regulations until the results
of sampling and analysis indicate the material is a non-ACM. According to the US EPA, ACM that is intact
and in good condition can, in general, be managed safely in-place under an Operations and Maintenance
(O&M) Program until removal is dictated by renovation, demolition, or deteriorating material condition.

Partner was not provided building plans or specifications for review, which may have been useful in
determining areas likely to have used ACM.

6.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

Lead is a highly toxic metal that affects virtually every system of the body. LBP is defined as any paint,
varnish, stain, or other applied coating that has 1 mg/cm2 (or 5,000 pg/g or 0.5% by weight) or more of
lead. Congress passed the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992, also known as
“Title X,” to protect families from exposure to lead from paint, dust, and soil. Under Section 1017 of Title X,
intact LBP on most walls and ceilings is not considered a “hazard,” although the condition of the paint
should be monitored and maintained to ensure that it does not become deteriorated. Further, Section 1018
of this law directed the Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and the US EPA to require the disclosure
of known information on LBP and LBP hazards before the sale or lease of most housing built before 1978.

It is unlikely that LBP is present in buildings constructed after 1977. Therefore, due to the age of the subject
property buildings, it is unlikely that LBP is present.

Actual material samples would need to be collected in order to determine if LBP is present.

6.3.3 Radon

Radon is a colorless, odorless, naturally occurring, radioactive, inert, gaseous element formed by
radioactive decay of radium (Ra) atoms. The US EPA has prepared a map to assist National, State, and
local organizations to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes. The map
divides the country into three Radon Zones, according to the table below:

It is important to note that the EPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three zones, and
the US EPA recommends site-specific testing in order to determine radon levels at a specific location.
However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon gas accumulation in structures.

Review of the US EPA Map of Radon Zones places the subject property in Zone 2. Based upon the radon
zone classification, radon is not considered an environmental concern.

6.3.4 Lead in Drinking Water

According to available information, a public water system operated by the Monterey Park Public Works
Water Department serves the subject property vicinity. The sources of public water for the City of Monterey
Park are groundwater from the Main San Gabriel Groundwater Basin (Main Basin) and water purchased
from the San Gabriel Water Company, which also pumps groundwater from the Main Basin. No public
supply wells were identified at the subject property of the adjoining properties. According to the 2022 Annual
Water Quality Report, water supplied to the subject property is in compliance with all State and Federal
regulations pertaining to drinking water standards, including lead and copper. Water sampling was not
conducted to verify water quality.
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6.3.5 Mold

Molds are microscopic organisms found virtually everywhere, indoors and outdoors. Mold will grow and
multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient moisture (e.g.in the form of very high humidity,
condensation, or water from a leaking pipe, etc.) and organic material (e.g., ceiling tile, drywall, paper, or
natural fiber carpet padding).

Partner observed accessible, interior areas for the subject property buildings for significant evidence of
mold growth with the exceptions detailed in Section 1.5 of this report; however, this assessment should not
be used as a mold survey or inspection. Additionally, this limited assessment was not designed to assess
all areas of potential mold growth that may be affected by mold growth on the subject property. Rather, it is
intended to give the client an indication as to whether or not conspicuous (based on observed areas) mold
growth is present at the subject property. This evaluation did not include a review of pipe chases,
mechanical systems, or areas behind enclosed walls and ceilings.

No obvious indications of water damage or mold growth were observed during Partner’s visual assessment.
6.3.6 Wetlands

The subject property does not appear to be a designated wetland area based on information obtained from
the United States Fish and Wildlife Service; however, a comprehensive wetlands survey would be required
in order to formally determine actual wetlands on the subject property. No settling ponds, lagoons, surface
impoundments, wetlands or natural catch basins were observed at the subject property during this
assessment.

6.4 Adjoining Property Reconnaissance

The adjoining property reconnaissance consisted of observing the adjoining properties from the subject
property premises.

6.4.1 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Used or Stored at the Site

No hazardous substances or petroleum products were observed on adjoining properties during the limited
adjoining property reconnaissance.

6.4.2 ASTs/USTs for Hazardous Substances or Petroleum Products

No ASTs or USTs for hazardous substances/petroleum products were observed on adjoining properties
during the limited adjoining property reconnaissance.

6.4.3 Evidence of Releases

No evidence of a release was observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.

6.44 PCBs

No PCB containing materials were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.

6.4.5 Strong, Pungent, or Noxious Odors

No strong, pungent, or noxious odors were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining
property reconnaissance.

6.4.6 Pools of Liquid

No pools of liquid were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.
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6.4.7 Drains, Sumps, and Clarifiers

No drains, sumps, or clarifiers were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.

6.4.8 Pits, Ponds, and Lagoons

No pits, ponds, or lagoons were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.

6.4.9 Stressed Vegetation

No stressed vegetation was observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining property
reconnaissance.

6.4.10 Additional Potential Environmental Hazards

No additional environmental hazards were observed on adjoining properties during the limited adjoining
property reconnaissance.
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7.0 VAPOR ENCROACHMENT CONDITIONS

Partner conducted a limited non-intrusive vapor screening on the subject property to identify, to the extent
feasible, the potential for vapor encroachment conditions (VECSs) in connection with the subject property.
This included consideration of chemicals of concern (COC) that may migrate as vapors into the subsurface
of the subject property as a result of contaminated soil and groundwater on or near the property.

This screening utilized readily available data sources previously discussed in this Phase | ESA that
includes:

e the physical setting of the subject property (Section 2.4),

e standard historical sources for the subject property, adjoining, and surrounding area (Section 3.0),

e known or potentially contaminated sites as identified from information from regulatory agencies and
sites on Federal, State, tribal and local databases (Section 4.0), and

e information from the site reconnaissance (Section 6.0) of the subject property and observations of
the surrounding properties.

Based on the findings of the limited non-intrusive vapor screening, vapor intrusion is unlikely to be an issue
of concern in connection with the existing structures on the subject property. As such, no further
assessment is recommended.
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8.0 FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Findings and Opinions

Recognized Environmental Condition

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum
products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release to the environment; the likely presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release or likely
release to the environment; or the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at
the subject property under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.
Controlled Recognized Environmental Condition

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC affecting the subject property that
has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities with hazardous
substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to implementation of required controls
(for example, activity and use limitations or other property use limitations). The following was identified
during the course of this assessment:

e According to available historical sources and previous reports, the subject property, identified as
BRE CA Saturn, LLC at 1977 Saturn Street, is listed as a Non-Case Information site under the
regulatory oversight of the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) (Case
Number T10000018576). According to information made available on the State Water Resources
Control Board (SWRCB) GeoTracker database, along with review of regulatory database listings
and previous environmental reports, Case Number T10000018576 was previously recorded as a
Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUST) Cleanup site in association with removal and
assessment activities, conducted under the oversight of the Los Angeles County Department of
Public Works (LACDPW), for three historical underground storage tanks (USTs) installed on the
subject property. According to available regulatory records, building records, and previous reports
two 10,000-gallon, single-walled, fiberglass, diesel fuel USTs (Tanks 1 and 2) were installed on the
northern exterior of the subject property building in 1980 and one, 2,500-gallon steel double-walled,
fiberglass coated, diesel fuel UST (Tank 3) was installed on the western exterior of the generator
building located on the northern portion of the subject property in 1991. The three USTs operated
to supply an on-site emergency generator system associated with former tenants of the subject

property.

According to a Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals report prepared by AEM
and dated December 7, 2018, upon removal of the USTs in 2018, soil samples and groundwater
samples were collected and analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel (TPH-d), benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates in accordance with modified
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) method no. 8015 (for TPH-d) and EPA method no.
5035/8260B (for BTEX and fuel oxygenates). Two detections of TPH-d were reported in a sample
collected from beneath the piping system (15.2 milligrams per kilogram [mg/kg]) and at 10 feet bgs
in the sidewall of the Tank 3 tank pit (10.5 mg/kg). BTEX and fuel oxygenates were not detected
above their respective laboratory method reporting limits in any of the soil or groundwater samples
and TPH-d was not detected above the laboratory method reporting limit in either of the
groundwater samples.

On April 27, 2020, the LADCPW issued a letter to the RWQCB that indicated their review of the
2018 Soil Sampling Results Related to UST System Removals report and referral of the matter to
the RWQCB for further action. According to a letter prepared by the Los Angeles RWQCB and
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dated June 28, 2022, based on their review of the documentation, the Los Angeles RWQCB
determined that “residual concentrations of fuel constituents in the areas of the three historic USTs
pose low threat to human health and the environment.” Therefore, no further action was required.
Furthermore, the Los Angeles RWQCB indicated that subject property “data indicated that there
may be residual concentrations of pollutants in soil at the subject property that could pose an
unacceptable risk as a result of future construction/redevelopment activities, and/or change to a
more sensitive land use from commercial use. Responsible parties, landowners, and contractors
performing subsurface activities at the site should be prepared to manage properly to avoid threats
to human health or the environment.”

Based on the regulatory closure, reported removal of the identified USTs, completion of
assessment and remedial activities, and indicated analytical results meeting the applicable
regulatory standards for commercial use, the historical USTs and closed LUST case are considered
a CREC and no further investigation appears warranted at this time.

Historical Recognized Environmental Condition

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a previous release of hazardous
substances or petroleum products affecting the subject property that has been addressed to the satisfaction
of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities and meeting unrestricted use criteria established by the
applicable regulatory authority or authorities without subjecting the subject property to any controls (for
example, activity and use limitations or other property use limitations).

e Partner did not identify any HRECs during the course of this assessment.
Business Environmental Risk

A Business Environmental Risk (BER) is a risk which can have a material environmental or environmentally
driven impact on the business associated with the current or planned use of commercial real estate, not
necessarily related to those environmental issues required to be investigated in this practice. The following
was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, there is a potential that asbestos-containing
material (ACM) are present. Readily visible suspect ACMs were observed in good condition. Should
these materials be replaced, the identified suspect ACMs would need to be sampled to confirm the
presence or absence of asbestos prior to any renovation or demolition activities to prevent potential
exposure to workers and/or building occupants.

Significant Data Gaps

No significant data gaps affecting the ability of the Environmental Professional to identify a REC were
encountered during this assessment.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-21 of 1977 Saturn Street in Monterey Park, Los Angeles County,
California (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs and HRECs in connection with the subject property;
however, a CREC and BER were identified. Based on the conclusions of this assessment, Partner
recommends the following:

e Partner recommends preparation of a Soil Management Plan to address potential soils with residual
impacts remaining on the subject property during any future construction/redevelopment activities.
